	Signpost

	Start at the entrance to the Millennium Hall to see the Millennium Hall Beds.

	Walk along the front of the Millennium Hall, following the line of the building turning left along the side to see Big Butt.
	2

	Continue away from the building along the footpath to the right to pass the Wild Flower Beds.
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	Follow the footpath round into Canada Way to arrive at the Shrub Bed. Then do a U-turn back towards the mini-roundabout.
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	Cross the Midhurst Road to the Herb Bed outside Hiscock’s shop.
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	Continue along Midhurst Road and turn right into Station Road. After 150 yards turn left to the station for Station Baskets and Containers.

	Re-trace your steps back to Station Road and continue along the line of shops passing Station Road Planters and Trees.
	7

	At the end of Station Road turn right on Portsmouth Road back towards the village.  After approx. 250 yards, at the bollards is an open grass area called Fletchers Field where you will see the All Ability Beds.  Also notice the recently planted Community Orchard.
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	Return to the Portsmouth Road, head towards the village crossing as indicated on the map and after approx. 200 yards will be the Sorting Office Bed and Painting.
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	Continue towards the village, taking the pedestrian crossing to see the Cyclamen and Snowdrop Bed.
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	Return back across the crossing and continue into the village to pass Hampshire’s Bed and then………
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	…… a few yards further along, outside the Anchor Pub, you will see the Silver Birch Bed. Also notice the Indian Chestnut Tree.
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	Head past the Anchor Pub to the mini-roundabout and on the corner with Longmoor Road is the Anchor Bed.
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	Cross Longmoor Road (carefully) to the opposite side and the Wishing Well Bed.
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	Cross Headley Road (again, carefully) towards the Lazy Lizard to pass the 3 Tier Tub on your left.

	Continue up London Road to use the pedestrian crossing, then keep walking away from the village up London Road, taking the first turning into Radford Park to see the first Information Board.

	Continue across the grass away from London Road dropping down to the Car Park and the second Information Board.
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	Leave the Car Park up a fairly steep slope to Malthouse Meadows and continue all the way to Haslemere Road. Turn left, away from the village and just after The Maltings Road on the left, cross the road and turn up Manor Fields, walking to the end to see the Concrete Planters.
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	Re-trace your steps back to Haslemere Road, turning left towards the village. Cross the road somewhere safe walking pass the new Cinema and Liphook Cycles to see the Nationwide Bed.
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	Do a U-turn, walk past Liphook Cycles again and cross to Lloyds Bank and another 3 Tier Tub……..
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	….. followed by Carla’s Beds outside The Beach Hut.
	18

	Turn right into Midhurst Road crossing just after the car park entrance to see the Parish Office Bed.
	19

	Walk behind the Parish Office, past the public toilets to see the Diamond Bed.

	Return to Midhurst Road and back across the road where you crossed just now, turn away from the village and continue down to the Millennium Bed.

	From here you return back to the Millennium Hall.
